Census 2010 at the Federation  

The Asian American Federation has begun 

our Census 2010 outreach program.  We 

will be working closely with our member 

agencies and other community groups to 

coordinate our activities with the New 

York Census Regional Office and their 

Partnership Coordinators.  We will also 

work in partnership with the Asian 

American Justice Center (AAJC) through 

their Census 2010 Community Education 

and Outreach Project.  In the coming 

months, there will be various training 

events and outreach activities.  

The Census Bureau will be releasing 2008 

American Community Survey data on 

September 22nd.   This data release will 

include for the first time data on health 

insurance coverage among Asian ethnic 

groups.  The 2008 ACS data will also be 

the first data to show the financial well -

being of American households since the 

recent financial crisis, including Asian 

ethnic groups.  On October 27, 2009, 

updated 3-year ACS data covering 2006 to 

2008 will be released.  The Federationõs 

Census Information Center will be using 

these new data sources for upcoming 

briefs and reports.

As we reflect on and celebrate the 

accomplishments of the Federation it is 

time for us to renew our commitment to 

our member agencies, our community, and 

our city. At the same time, we want to 

thank all our friends and supporters of the 

past 20 years, particularly United Way of 

NYC. We look forward to our continued 

partnership.
